· There is talk on Capitol Hill that the gun manufacturers law suit protection bill will be brought up again, soon. The bill was defeated last week in the Senate, at the request of the NRA, after negative amendments on gun shows and assault weapons were added. 

· China has prohibited firearms import by hunters. No reason was offered for the ban. Some outfitters voiced hope that the ban would be short-lived, but as of today it is still in place. Many hunts are being re-booked for 2005. 

· The head of the New Jersey Environmental Protection Department has written to the Fish and Game Commissioner opposing a black bear season in NJ next year. 

· The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service just published a detailed proposal for wolf management rules for the Western non-essential experimental population. The states would be able to manage these wolves. The comment period is open until May 10.
