Traveling with Firearms through the US: ATF has suspended firearms transits through the United States. Non US Citizen hunters traveling with firearms through the US are encouraged to ship their firearms as bonded freight with a freight forwarder such as American Airlines (www.aacargo.com) or Delta (www.deltacargo.com ). Non US Citizen hunters traveling to the US for a hunting trip and wish to bring a personal firearm must do so through an authorized representative. The authorized representative must be a US citizen and willing to apply for a temporary import permit (form DSP-61) from the US State Department. 

Workshop on Wildlife Utilization and Management in Kenya: SCI Foundation will be hosting a regional workshop in Nairobi, Kenya on June 28-29 to discuss the status of wildlife management in E. Africa. It will provide a forum for exchange of ideas on pertinent issues relating to sustainable wildlife use initiatives including proposals on reintroduction of hunting as a means of wildlife management in the region. This workshop will bring together policy makers, wildlife managers, local community stakeholders and other players in wildlife management.

NJ Bear Hunt in Jeopardy: Two bills introduced last month would effectively end bear hunting in New Jersey. NJ A 2634 asks for a 5 year moratorium on bear hunting while alternative methods are studied. NJ A 2642 would expand the Fish & Game Committee to include new anti-hunting members and move the committee over to the Department of Environmental Protection, who oppose the bear hunt. In 2003, NJ held its first bear hunt in 50 years. Despite inclement weather, it was considered very successful by the state F&G Department. For those of you in New Jersey, please contact your local legislator and let your feelings be known about these two bills.

Illinois Hunting Heritage Act Stalled in Springfield: IL SB 2156 was passed in the Illinois House and Senate and now sits in limbo on the desk of IL. Gov. Rod Blagojevich. This bill will establish a ‘no net loss’ policy to make sure that no hunting land is taken away without new land being designated. Gov. Blagojevich is holding this bill until he can get some gun control legislation in a possible effort to satisfy both sides of the issue.
