Bear Hunt Approved by MD Gov
Maryland Governor Robert Ehrlich approved the first state bear hunt in 50 years yesterday despite the pleas of the Maryland Joint Committee on Administrative, Executive and Legislative Review who voted 12-7 against establishing the hunt.  With the support of the Maryland DNR, the governor agreed to proceed with plans for a hunt Oct. 25 to Oct. 30 in Garrett County and a section of Allegany County west of Cumberland. An additional six-day hunting season will be held Dec. 6 to Dec. 11 if the allotment of 30 bears has not been reached.
