SCI Helps New Jersey Sportsmen form the New Jersey Outdoor Congress 
Approximately 80 leaders from New Jersey’s hunting and angling community met recently in a strategy session designed to find ways to overcome the recent set back from the New Jersey Supreme Court in relation to bear hunting. The sportsmen's groups decided to form a new umbrella organization called the New Jersey Outdoor Congress. The purpose of the group is to improve the political leverage of sportsmen in the Garden State. SCI was on hand to discuss our recent lawsuits on behalf of bear hunters in New Jersey and offer advice about setting up this new advocacy organization. 

On a related note, Brad Campbell, the Commissioner of New Jersey's Department of Environmental Protection, recently withdrew his attempt to enhance his authority over hunting and fishing by regulation. Also, several statues have been proposed for the 2005 legislative session that would further limit the commissioner's authority.
