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Kyrgyzstan Permits on Hold
The U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service has indicated that they are not issuing any permits for sheep imports from Kyrgyzstan at this time.  This is because they have not received any information from the government of Kyrgyzstan on which hunters have received the permits to go hunting. The USFWS has approximately 20 applications from U.S. hunters pending, but have no information from Kyrgyzstan to base the permits on.  SCI's Asian Contractor, Dr. Andrey Subbotin has met with Kyrgyzstan officials to try and obtain this information.  Kyrgyzstan is undergoing a change of government at this time.  We will update our members when information becomes available.

SCI on Russian Hunting Commission
Dr. Andrey Subbotin has been asked to sit on the Experts Commission under the Russian Ministry of Agriculture.  As you are probably aware from previous Crosshairs emails, this Commission will help decide the fate of future Russian hunting seasons, including the pending Fall season.  The Experts Commission has also asked Dr. Subbotin for additional references to sit on this committee thus insuring that sportsmen are part of the process in Russia.

Mojave Meeting a Success
Over 100 sportsmen and women attended a National Park Service Scoping Meeting on June 27th in Barstow, California.  This was a strong showing of support for the issue of reactivating 12 wells for wildlife within the Mojave National Preserve.  Most attendees spoke to representatives from the NPS or wrote letters to be submitted as official comments during this process.  SCI was well represented by many California members including 10 people from the Orange County Chapter. 

SCI Opens the Dialogue on the Resident / Non-Resident Issue
SCI sent a letter to the International Association of Fish & Wildlife Agencies (IAFWA) encouraging them to compile data on the differences between resident and non-resident treatment for fees and permits, state by state.  A positive response was received almost immediately, and SCI will pursue the issue, along with the Congressional Sportsmen’s Foundation.
