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Russia Officially Opens Hunting for 2005-2006
SCI received news late today that the Russian Minister of Agriculture has officially signed off on the 2005-2006 hunting season (Aug. 1, 2005 - July 31, 2006) and that this decree has also been officially signed and accepted by the Minister of Justice (a common Russian political procedure).   All standard big and small game has been approved, including brown bear in Kamchatka, with certain limits of course.  The next and last procedural step is to have the provincial directors sign a decree opening the hunting season in their province but we have no reason to believe that any of them will delay in getting that done.
