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IN 1996 SCI MEMBERS DELIVERED MOSQUITO NETS and other medical supplies to villagers in remote areas of Namibia.  This inaugural step started SafariCare™, a volunteer health-care outreach program-serving people in need of services to remote communities around the globe.

But transportation and shipment of donated supplies can become costly and may temporarily delay deliveries.  An innovative approach to help alleviate this problem is the use of SafariCare™ blue bags, which have been successful and have gained membership support.  Members delivering such needed supplies are today known as the "Blue Bag Brigade."
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These blue bags are filled by chapter members who have planned a hunting trip with medical, educational, and other relief supplies as well as clothes, books and toys, virtually anything that can be collected and hand carried.  The goods are then taken to remote areas of the world and delivered directly to clinics and schools for doctors and teachers to utilize.  Fortunately, these bags are shipped as luggage to keep both shipping time and costs at an absolute minimum.

In 2008 the Robinson family, Kent (Chapter Youth Hunting Education Program Chair), wife Vicki and son Cody traveled to African for a hunt with Mt. Carmel Safaris.  While there they were able to pass out to many children and local adults dozens of caps, sun and reading glasses, clothing, school and medical supplies.  It was most appreciated and they were even more gratified by how the program touched so many.  And most recently Craig Phillips (Chapter Secretary) hunted Namibia with Mayo Oldiri Safaris.  He and his partner Shirley Horan also delivered a SafariCare™ package on behalf of the Chapter.
